Welcome to TEACH ‘bingo’ 
Rationale 
The questions in this game have been crowd-sourced from across the Faculty of Education. Many are based on questions frequently asked by incoming teacher candidates (TCs). In the Teacher Ed Office, we want our students to KNOW the answers to these questions (or, in some cases, be familiar with the place or resource the question points towards). By having TCs seek and find answers to these questions rather than being provided with the information, we are promoting retention. By allowing TCs to make choices rather than mandating specific steps, order or required outcome (ex. about which questions to pursue), we are providing a low floor, high ceiling and wide walls activity that helps meet students where their needs are. Of equal importance when planning, we need to know our students to plan for our students – in this case we haven’t had the pleasure of meeting you yet! For this reason, we have selected a paper and pencil-based activity to ensure we aren’t making assumptions about digital technology access, facility or comfort.
Goals

Do something, Meet someone, Discover something…

Objective: 

By playing the game (even just selecting and answering a few of the questions), you will learn more about life in the Faculty of Education and be able to navigate your BEd year with greater confidence.
SWBAT (students will be able to): share some new discoveries about UBC and Teacher Education
Procedure:
